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  DEAR TOURISTS!

Thank you for choosing us. We wish you a wonderful time off on your long-awaited vacation.

Please read carefully the travel information below.

When you travel from Georgia to Seychelles you should have a full set of documents:

· Round trip Air ticket

· Biometric passport 

· Hotel voucher

· Travel insurance 
· Travel Authorization 
· Power of attorney/permission signed and notarized to travel abroad for children under 18 years of age by parent (adoptive parents, guardians) not participating in the trip, birth certificate.

The passport has to be valid for six months beyond the period of the intended stay in Seychelles.

As of November 2022, the Seychelles’ border formalities have been digitized. Travelers entering the country will now register through the Seychelles Electronic Border System. All tourists are expected to apply for the electronic travel authorization. The Seychelles travel authorization is mandatory for any traveler, including children, to enter the country. The application can be made ten days before arrival. It is advisable to plan ahead and apply for the permit timeously since processing may take as long as 24 hours.
Please note that, in accordance with international conventions, the competent authorities of the foreign state have the right to refuse entry into the country to any person with or without indicating reasons.
You have to make check-in for your flight to your Air company check-in desk at the airport. Check-in usually opens three hours before your flight’s departure time and closes 60 minutes before your flight takes off. Show all your travel documents such as ID and passport to our Passenger Service desk staff along with any other documents relating to special circumstances, for example, doctor’s notes. If there are no issues with your documents, airport staff will check your baggage and take it from you. If you have exceeded your baggage allowance, extra baggage procedures will be applied. Once your baggage has been processed, air company representative will give you boarding pass and direct you to your boarding gate. Boarding pass and baggage ribbon must be kept until the end of the flight. 

Travellers may import unlimited amounts of foreign currency into the Seychelles. However, the national currency may only be imported in amounts of up to SCR 2,000 - approximately equivalent to €115.
In addition, the following import limits apply: 2 litres of spirits or liquor, 2 litres of wine, 200ml of perfume or eau de toilette, 200 cigarettes or 250g of tobacco. The import of weapons of any kind is prohibited, and requires special authorisation. The value of food brought in may not exceed €200 in value (SCR 3,000). Anything beyond this is taxed in the local currency and must be paid in cash on the spot (credit card payment not possible).

Prohibited Items for Import into Seychelles

· Weapons: Including various types of guns. This restriction aims to protect Seychelles' wildlife.

· Explosives: Including items like firecrackers and sparklers.

· Poisons, Drugs, and Medications: If you need medication, be sure to have the necessary paperwork to prove its necessity.

· Plant and Animal Products: Items such as tea, seeds, fruits, vegetables, plant shoots, rooted plants, and meat (except canned meat) are not allowed. These restrictions help preserve the local ecosystem.

· Living Birds: The only bird not subject to this restriction is the gray parrot.

Important information for import/export - 

Items You Cannot Export from Seychelles:
· Coco de Mer Nuts: Exporting Coco de Mer nuts requires a special permit from the Seychelles Environment Division.

· Shells, Corals, Live Fish, and Products Made from Them: To protect the environment, it's best to avoid these items as souvenirs.

· Turtle Shell Items: Seychelles' turtles are protected, and purchasing such items can encourage poaching.

Alcohol Allowance for Import into Seychelles
· You're allowed to bring up to 2 liters of alcohol into Seychelles if you're at least 19 years old.
· There's no specific limit on the amount of alcohol you can take out of Seychelles to your home country, as long as you're over 19. Otherwise, you'll need to leave alcoholic souvenirs behind at customs.

Alcohol Allowance for Export from Seychelles
· There's no specific limit on the amount of alcohol you can take home from Seychelles, as long as you're over 19. Otherwise, alcoholic souvenirs will need to be left behind at customs.

You need go through PASSPORT CONTROL counter after landing at Seychelles cities Airport to check your passport. Then you should proceed to the luggage department, where you will receive your luggage on the belt.

At the exit from the airport building, you will be met by a representative with the sign 7° South Ltd. / CORAL TRAVEL Present your tourist voucher to the registration manager and he/she will tell you the number of your vehicle. 

  According to international regulations, check-in time in the hotel room is after 14:00, check-out time is at 12:00, regardless of the departure/arrival time of your flight.
For your convenience, each hotel has an information stand with excursion list, the guide’s mobile phone number and also the schedule of visits.

At the time indicated in the schedule, the hotel guide is ready to help with all questions personally, or any other time - by phone. 
The day before departure, the incoming company will inform you of the transfer time, date and hour of your return flight and any possible changes in flight details. The information can be provided either by telephone or by faxing it to your room. If this information is not available, you should contact the representative of the host party at the phone numbers listed in the information sheet.
In case of any questions arising during your vacation, please contact the guides of the incoming company.

Attention! The doctor's service in the hotel is chargeable! In order to receive free service or compensation for the medical service, you MUST contact your insurance company in advance! (contacts are indicated in the insurance policy.).

Please, make check out before 12:00PM and do not be late for the transfer. Before the check out, you need to pay all used additional services cost (minibar, telephone, spa, etc. service cost).
